Storage

General fitting instructions

Before following the fitting instructions below, brush excess hair aside and remove any ear
jewellery that could affect acoustic seal. The cushions should form a snug fit against the
head with no interference of the seal by any objects, e.g. respirator headbands or
spectacles arms, and that the cups completely enclose the ears.

The inside of the headband is marked with a letter
L on the left hand side and a letter R on the right
hand side. Ensure that the headband is

positioned correctly.
